
SING! As One together.

TRY THIS
Ask a family member to read John 17 v 20-26.

Earlier on in this passage, Jesus is praying for his disciples. 

In these verses, Jesus is praying for everyone who 

believes in Him (that’s us!). 

Make a paper chain! This chain is a physical reminder 

of how Jesus prayed that we will be united with each 

other, united with Him, and that our unity will show the 

world who He is.

Cut the paper into lots of strips. On each strip, write a 

name. Start with these:  ‘God the Father’, ‘Jesus’, ‘Holy 

Spirit’, ‘your name’. Then write friends’ names from 

church. Then write the names of family members or 

friends who you want to see come to know Jesus.  

Jesus says that our unity with Him and other believers 

will show the world who He is. As you attach all of these 

strips together to make the chain, pray that everyone will 

be ‘as one’ with each other and ‘as one’ with God. Hang 

it up somewhere in your home as a fun decoration and a 

reminder to pray for every person written on there.

WOW & 
WONDER

Jesus’ prayer for us is mind-blowing. He prays that YOU 

will be so connected and joined with GOD that you 

become one. He prays that you will know that God loves 

you as He loves Jesus. Take some time to let this sink in.
